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Crucial time in campaign 
for fair admission policies
Comprehensive Future is campaigning for fair school admission policies in England. 
We want to see a comprehensive secondary school system, with fair admissions crite-
ria to all publicly funded schools, guaranteeing an equal chance to all children and an 
end to selection by ability and aptitude.

The next few months are crucial in the campaign. The debate over the White Paper 
has focused attention at long last on admissions and selection. A group of MPs has 
proposed a refocusing of the proposals and CLPs are being encouraged to make their 
views known (details below). 

So there is chance of a change ï please take action now:

Å If you have a Labour MP urge him/her to support Shaping the Education Bill 
ï  Reaching for Consensus.

Å Contact the Education Commission to say you want an end to selection by ability 
and aptitude.

The White Paper – ‘no return to the 11-plus’ – BUT
Page 46 of the White Paper, Higher Standards, Better Schools for All, published in 
October, has the now oft repeated assurance ï there will be no return to the 11-plus. 
(www.dfes.gov.uk/publications/schoolswhitepaper/)
BUT:

Å Many thousands of children in England have not left the 11-plus and the damaging 
effects of selection. The Government is rightly concerned about our low staying on 
rate post 16. Where the majority of children (and their parents before them) are giv-
en such a message at an early stage is it surprising that they might want to leave 
education at the earliest opportunity? There is selection both in grammar schools 
and in schools with partially selective admission policies. Of the 150 English local 
authorities, 15 (Bexley, Bournemouth, Buckinghamshire, Kent, Kingston, Lincoln-
shire, Medway, Poole, Reading, Slough, Southend, Sutton, Torbay, Trafford and 
Wirral) can be considered fully selective with about one in ý ve of secondary places 
selective. Another 21 have one or more grammar schools (Barnet, Birmingham, 
Bromley, Calderdale, Cumbria, Devon, Ený eld, Essex, Gloucestershire, Kirklees, 
Lancashire, Liverpool, North Yorkshire, Plymouth, Redbridge, Stoke on Trent, Tel-
ford and Wrekin, Walsall, Warwickshire, Wiltshire and Wolverhampton).

Å Provisions in the White Paper would allow all schools to become foundation or trust 
schools and able to set their own admission criteria and therefore allow them to 
select 10% of their intake on óaptitudeô claiming that they have a specialism. Regu-
lations allow selection on PE or sport, performing arts, visual arts, modern foreign 
languages and design and technology or IT. Although there are plans to stop selec-
tion on one óaptitudeô ï technology ï the  Secretary of State supports children hav-
ing to take selective aptitude tests on the basis that it supports the óschoolôs spe-
cialist ethosô. Aptitude is deý ned by the Government as óbeing able to beneý t from 
teaching in a particular subject or demonstrating a particular capacity to succeed 
in that subjectô. Most people would ý nd that deý nition very difý cult to separate from 
ability! Surely all children are meant to beneý t from teaching, that is what school is 
for! If all schools start to select on aptitude children will face more selection.

Å The Revised Code should provide a clear deý nition of fair access and list 
the criteria considered acceptable in a fair and non-selective admissions 
policy.

Å Admissions Forums should become responsible for approving the suit-
ability of local admissions policies in the context of the broader interests 
of all children within the local authorityôs jurisdiction.

These recommendations are very much in line with the aims of Compre-
hensive Future.
